Short CV, Stevo Bozinovski, Senior Member, IEEE

Stevo Bozinovski is the first IEEE member from Macedonia, since 1981. 

He obtained his higher education from Electrical Engineering faculty (ETF), University of Zagreb. His PhD Thesis is on learning in neural networks.

He was one of the initiators of Computer Science in Macedonia. His lecture on Abstract Automata presented at the Cybernetics Seminar organized by Dr. Cupona in 1968 can be viewed as an event which made the onset of Computer Science in Macedonia.  

Dr Bozinovski initiated undergraduate courses on Systems, software, Application software, Microprocessors and minicomputers, Artificial Intelligence, Robotics, Biocybernetics, and a course on theoretical basis of computer science. He built a master’s degree program in Robotics and Flexible manufacturing at ETF and taught graduate course on both Biomedical Cybernetics and Medical Informatics at the Medical Department. 
In 1984 he obtained the first grant in the area of computer science. In 1985 he published first paper from Macedonia in an IEEE Transactions in area of Computer Science. 

In 1986 he built a research infrastructure in area of signal processing robotics which as result in 1988 achieved first in the world control of a robot using EEG signals, which is one of the biggest scientific achievements of Computer Science in Macedonia. 

Currently, he is a professor at South Carolina State University, Department of Mathematic and Computer Science. He continues works on funded research and on challenging problems in Computer Science.
